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HISTORY AND TRADITION
OF A BELOVED CITY INSTITUTION

Philadelphia’s New Year's Shoocters are part of
the city’s tradition—one of its oldest, most popular
cnd most friendly institutions. Their history is linked
with that of groups cmd fomilies who perpetuated
this uvnique form of New Yecr's celebrations for
generations before it was officially recognized by
the City Council. Much of their history comes down
in form of legend. Although a democratic folk festi-
val their hilarious pageantry has religious and so-
cial origins and draws its impylse from the great
masses of the people—a lact that has adways as-
sured its popularity. :

Se for the records show the first New Year
Club, the “"Chain Gomg” was orgemized in 1846
when South.Philadelphia residents, reviving « long
slumbering custom, decided to permomently organize
for year-around social advemicges. The oldest
marching organization of today, the "Silver Crown
Association”, was formed o the same time as the
“Golden Crown” in the Autumn of 1877, drawing
its membership from the neighborhood of Grays
Ferry road and Washingion Avenue. But the "Gol-
den Crown'" hos been long disbomded, its mem-
bership scattered among other clubs.

The Shooters’ ritual is by no meons modern. It
was part of the Colonial life of the region and it
has been only slightly modified. Its roots in America
exiend back fo the Swedish pioneers cnd beyond
them to cncient Rome.

As far bock as 400 B. C. Roman laborers ob-
served their feast of the Saturndlic in honor of their
god, Scaturn, cnd of the reaping of the harvest
They made calls on friends, they gave and received
gifts end it was customery for some of the gifts to
bear written wishes for a Happy New Year. Caste
lines were forgotten for the festivad. Slaves sported
robes copied from their masters” and the patricioms,
wearing fantastic costumes, roamed the streets with
their skives. Age and rank were forgotten for the
great fiesta and cll persons were free for the day.
There was a musical background for the capers of
the muititude with songs and ballads befitting the
ribald character of the occasion. "Oh, Dem Golden
Slippers”, Negro spiritual and the traditional tune
of the Broad street pageant, is their modern counter-
part. -

Ancther ecarly progenitor of the Shooters Par-
ade was the Florentine Carnival, usually held just
before the beginning of Lent—a day set aside by
the monks of the Middle Ages for the “"Lords of
+ Misrule and the Abbots of Unreason”. In eamly
France cnd England, Shrove Tuesday, the Eve of
Ash Wednesday, was for centuries a day and night
of godety and hilarity omd the New QOrleans Mardi
Gras grew from that custom in France.

"When the Swedes came to Tinicum they
brought their habit of visiting frlends on “Second-
Day Christmas™, December 26, and graduaily ths
period of calls was extended to the New Yedar. It
is recorded that Dr. Henry Muhlenberg, who esta-
blished the Luthercn Church in America, 'met men

on the roads in Tmicum ¢nd Kingsessing who were
disguised as clowns, shouting at the top of their
voices and shooting guns”. The Philadelphia Qua-
kers frowned on such New Year demoenstrations cmd
in an effort to offset them imported the fashionable
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English Mummers play, “St. George and the Dro-
gon”, which they staged in several sections of the
county during the holidays. But the fcormers had
their own ideas on New Year celebrations and
clung to their rifles ond pistols and friendly calls
in weleoming the year, Gradudlly they acquired
the name "Shooters” which is still preferred by the
New Yecr Associations. .

During the Revolutionary period Jemuary 1 con-
tinued o day of carnival and friendly calls. General
Howe, whose Redcoats occupied the city, staged
the “Meschionza” in the Whorton Momsion on New
Yecr's Day 1778, and the ill-starred Majer Andre
described it as o “"gay ond gorgeous spectacle”.
George Washington, following his incuguration be-
gan the official custom of New Yecnr's Day calls end
continued it during the seven years he occupied
the presidential memsion in Philadelphia.

The Shooters continued to celebrate the day in
their own traditional way, Reciting doggerel and
receiving in return cakes cnd ale, groups of five
to 20, their faces blackened, would march from
home to home, shooting emd shouting, doing friend-
ly toke-offs of General Washington cnd burlesque-
ing the fashionable St George’s Mummers' play.
A cheracter that always accompanied their Wash-
ingtan was “"Cooney Cracker,” a clown whose cos-
fumes cmd cntics make some resscrchers believe
he was the forerunner of the Uncle Sam of teday.

Shooter who personified Washington' had
- poems and speeches to recite but only one
couplet survives, It is:

"Here am I, grect Washmglon
On my shoulder I carry agun.’

But Cooney's doggerel in the vernacular of
the day is better remembered. Cne of his verses
rogr

"Hére comes |, old Cooney Cracker,

f swear to Gawd my wife chews terbacker,

A pipe is good: cigars are better,

Buy me some grog ond I'll write you letter "

. 'The burlesqueing of their fashionable Mummers
piuy cmd the increcsing number of the face-black-
ened gun shooting revelers offended the socicl
loctders of the day amd in 1808 they were able to
fotce through the Legislature am Act declaring that
“masquerades, masquerade balls end masked pro-
cegsions were public nuiscmees” and decreeing that
ol persons who allowed masked balls in their
howmes, eniertained Shooters or participated in these
or sitniler demonstrations would be subject to a fine
of $58 to $100 emd imprisonment not to exceed three
months. Nevertheless the tradesmen, craftsmen, op-
prenfices, laborers and members of a number of
fire fighting compemies continued to stage clandes-
line. masquerades on New Yecr's Eve and New
Year's Doy and there cre no records of any con-
victions under the Act of 1808.

Public opinion brought the repeal of the Act in
1859 but it had been forgotten so far as the Shooters
and the police and people were concerned memy
yeors before that date. In the area in southeastern
Philadelphic, known as the "Neck”, Shooting flour-
ished and grew and became more and more popu-
lar. In Smokey Hollow, Stone House Leme, Prospect
Bank, Martins Village, Gardners Crossing, Green-

wich Point, Peccock Farms and Windy Point, it was
the custom for thousands of men to leave their
supper tables on New Year's Eve and begin getting
ready for the big celebration. Grotesquely blacking
and pointing their faces, they would turn their
greatcoats inside out, load their pistols and guns,
fill stockings with flour emd fare forth info the streets
leading to Independence Hall, foccal point of the
festivities. The flour-filled stockings swung playfully
along the route left broad white stripes across the
backs of the black ceais of the staid burghers who
happened in the streets that night. But it was all
in good natured fun and none seriously objecied.

The midnight bell in the State House steeple
was the signdl for the fun to start, As the New Year
was being born, all sounds were drowned by volley

aiter volley from the cheering, shouting Shooters.
When their cammunifion was exhcusted the merry
makers sent for more cnd they spent the rest of
the night cmd most of the next day going from home
to -home, singing, damcing, sating and making mer-
ry. The kissing of pretty girls was cn importemt
fecture of the home wisits, and the "Neck's' most
popular girl could be judged by the number of
black smudges that strecked her face. It wos said
that some smart girls capplied deubs of black to
their own faces io create o demomd for the New
Yecr kisses. The more pious of the citizens relreated
to church ori New Yecr's Eve night cnd this, it
is said, was the origin of the walch night services
of modern deays.

There was o five-vear interlude in the Shooters
celebrations due to the Civil War. Alter the pecce,
the custom was revived but in « more orderly
way., Better orgomized groups began meeting
months before the holiday o plon their part in the
festivities, Cut of such meetings came the "Golden
Crown”, the "Silver Crown”, the "Moming Star”
cnd the “"Bright Star” clubs which gothered the
Shooters into disciplined units and created the de-
sire for competition for prizes.

But for momy years the marchers clung to their
own neighborhoods, making their calls on- their
own friends. The housewife presented the captain
of the club with a big cake. The cakes were placed
in a wagon and after several days at a gala social

event, thal came to be known as o “"Cake Walk",
they would be distributed as awcrds to the mar-
chers. Frequently a very fine cake was awarded
s a prize to the outstending group captain, The
slang phrase "to take the cake” came from that
custom.

The Thomas Clemsnts Club in 1888 wor the first
cash prize in Shooter history, It had been formed in
the preceding August when none bu! a confrmed
Shooter would think of New Year's Day except in
terms of cooler weather. But William S, cnd Edward
H. Veare, the political leaders, were exceptions. They
gathered o Iollowing from several clubs that had
been started alter the "Silver Crown”, and per-
sucded Themas Clements, o bottler, to pay hall
the expenses of the orgomization. The club was
given Mr. Clements' name, but the Shooters never
succeeded in persuading their patron o don o
suit. On New Yecr's Eve, 1887, they siaged an
all-night party at Yellow House, cn inn on Tenth
street, At dawn they moarched to the Vare home at
Fourth Street emd Snyder Avenue for breckiast,
and teo the noise of shouting greetings ond shoot-
ing guns they finished their celebration in the
McGowan Political Club at Broad Street and Pass-
yunk Avenue, There the Shocters Club, without

competition was awarded o cash prize of $25, which
launched the custom of cash prizes for the Shooters
Clubs.

In quick order cdsh prizes become the rile for
the orgomized celebrations of the clubs, Merchomts
who sought the good will of the thousands of cele-

brators were glad to put up the prizes and some
offered furniture, clothes and various kinds of mer-
chemdise in addition to cash. A natural sequence
was the staging of fund-raising balls on New Year's
Eve and these functions became one of the social
highlights of the year, For a long pericd the “Silver
Crowns" conducted their ball in Musical Fund Hall at
8th and Locust Streets. Other clubs rented equdlly
lerge querters to entertain their friends ond to raise
funds for costumes cmd music.

The Shooters had become cn enduring tradi-
tion of Philadelphia of the close of the century and
the City Council decided 1o recognize that tradition.
They requested the clubs to bomd in one great par-
ade up Broad Street as port of the New Year cele-
bration ond they sweetened the request by appro-
priating $1,725 to be distributed as cash prizes.

Jemuary 1, 1901 serw the first parade. For hours
before midnight crowds lined Broad Street. “"The
city had put its secd of approval on the mummery”.
a newspaper of that day sadd, "the lowmcakers were
there as sponscrs and directors and from the win-
dows of the courts of justice, wives and doughters
of the city officials viewed ond enjoyed the scene”.

Mayor Samuel H. Ashbridge and his cabinet
sat in the reviewing stamds as judges cnd the “Sil-
ver Crowns' captained by John Hocr were the first
to poss in review. Hoar, gerbed in ¢m elaborate
cap, suppertad by « line of page boys, majsstically
strutted through the 'wind swept street while the
throngs cheersd omd applauded. Other clubs in thet

first officially sponsored procession included: the
George A, Furnival Association, the Elkton Associa-
tion and the John F. Slater club in the Fancy Divi-
sion ¢nd a Comic Division made up of the follow-
ing: “White Caps”, '"Dork Lemterns”, “Heardly

It had been planned to continue the parade
over Girard Avenue to Second Street and through
Kensington, and hemdsome prizes had been offered
by the Kensington’s Business Men's Association. But
because of the long march on Bread Street and
the weather, whole clubs dropped cut at the end
of the Broad Sireet route and returned te South
Philadelphia to continue their celebration in the
old fashioned way. Several clubs continued over the
whole route, however, and the Kensington prizes
went to the John Sleter Association emd the "Kotzen-
jammer Band”,

The first parade was different from those of the
present day only in the number of clubs taking part
ond the elaborateness of costuming. For the rest
it was marked by the same spirit of jollity and fun
ond good times for the paraders and the thousonds
thet lined the streets. The femcy plush costumes
of that first parade anticipeded the extravagemt
satin and maribou robes of today and the Comics
went through the same antics. So successful wes the

4rst pageont that the City Council decided ot once
io appropriate money for prizes for the next year.
That resulted in the formation of several new clubs
snd in big memberships in the-orgomizations al-
ready in existence,

With city sponsorship and national publicity—
with thousands of visitors coming to see the par-
ades, there was greater need for foncy and expen-
sive costuming cnd the Shooter Club bdlls to raise
funds for the costumes became a greater necessity
smd a more pepular social function as well. But the
calls on friends were not forgotien. Then came «
new club official, a "Speech Director” whose
speeches and rhymes have come down through the
generations and that in some instcnces have little
axcept age to recommend them. A sample is:

“Here we stemd before your door,

As we stood the year before.

Give us whiskey, give us gin,

OCpen the door cnd let us in.”

In the main the rituals have retained their old
character. There has been keen competition be-
tween the clubs and a few temperamental revolts
within individual orgonizations. Some clubs have
altered their style, members have shifted and some
clubs have dishanded to orgomize under new lead-
ership, Some have not lasted long enough to march
in a single parade. The “"Heller” Club was formed in
1893 by a group that bolted from the “Silver
Crowns". It was nomed for an innkeeper ¢t 23rd,
and Ellsworth Streets. Later, “Georgie A." Furnival,
o baker who lived ot 23rd, emad Wharton Streets,
assumed leadership of this club and for 20 vecars
brought it fome ond prizes. In 1908 a group left
the Furnival lecdership ond set up the Willicm
Jenner Club, ncmed odter on old time Comic. It
established a remcegkable record, Organized on De-
cember 11, 1908, it crected costumes cand effects
that won it 12 of the 13 prizes offered by the city
20 days later. A new Clements Club, the Clements
Juniors, that had no connection with the first, ap-
poecred amd caused some confusion. The clder club
withdrew gradually from the fray but in 1904
decided to reorgamize. Out of retirement come
Thomas Puffy, a carpenter of 62 yecrs, to copiain
the crew. Satin and feathers for Duffy's suit cost the
club $2000. Duffy’s regalia cought the popular
femey cmd the styles of today are versions of it
Dufly won the captains prize of $100 and the club
first prize of $500 for his marchers. Neighbors
awarded cmother $100 but the new orgomization had
overspent itself ond was $1,300 in the hole on Duffy's
costume alone, That wers o hard deficit to overcome
emd the club members saw no chomce of new cos-
tumes or further victories for a long time to come.

The place of the Clements Club in the line of
march was not filled until the "Lobaster” Association
was started in 1907 and joined the emnual pagecnt.
It is told thad the name came when Billy “Reddy”
Cearey called a few members who were out of step,
"lobgters.” But there were many old timers who scy
the club was named for L. O. B, Ster, once ¢ promin-
ent hotel man. :

Jack Hines, who had been a star in the Fancy
Division, decided in 1812 to step out of the scatin
and maribou crowd and organize an innovation in
Shooter history. His idea was to get a hand in the

line—a fancy band—and he scoured the city for o
bond that he could use in the parade. He found am
old fashioned group of German musicions teoting
horns emnd scraping fiddles outside a saloon at Znd
emd Poplar Streets. The dir was familicr—"The
Wearin' of the Green". Hines dressed the players in
long green underwear, decorated to represent vor-
ious ranks in the Irish Neavy”. They marched with
his new club, the "Old Times” Wherever they went,

on the sidewalks or in the gireet, they played that
cne tune, "'The Wearin' of the Green"”. They were
a senscation with their green underweor emd their
“green” music, but Hines raised the roof because he
thought he had been gyped by a crewd of “one
tuners only". It developed the Germans had played
that Irish air in the streets so often that they could
play nothing else while marching. But the marching
musicioms and their one «ir helped popularize the
ever cnd ever more popular String Bands of the
Sheoters of today.

T



As the vears passed the String Bands have be-
come more cnd more popular and they have rival-
led the Faney Divisions in extravagance of costume.
Louis Semuels, a veterom Shooler orgemized the
"Trilby"”. He was an optician with offices on Point
Breeze Avenue necr Tasker Street, but his great
love was New Year's Shooting. He led the present
String Bemd Division until his decth, ond each
yvear on the Sunday preceding New Yecr's Day
representatives of ¢l the clubs visit his grave.

Like all Shooters the "Trilby” musicicms were
originally o house 'to house orgemization, Not until
1902 did they risk the mcoch with the rest of the
Mummers Parade, They received. the greciest ova-
tion ever accorded a club. The City Fathers were
unprepared for this new phenomenon of Shooting
and had provided no prize for the dassificction, but
gé%y cawerded the “"Trilbys” o .consolation prize of
The "Trilby"* Bond continued to merch but other
String units were slow to appear in the line, In 1914
the spectaculer Spemish Don costume started the
formgations of new clubs, Harry Herbisee and Andy
QOckey {formed the Ockie Club in 1915, New String
Bemds entered every yeor until 1918 when the
World Wer coused o one-year suspension. In 1819
there were six String Bands. In 1940 there were

12, numbering from 75 to 150 men each cnd meking
up one of the largest divisions in the parade. The
bands come and go but there is never o lack of
them on parade doy. .

Kensington Shooters in 1925 decided to buck
the tradition that the show be on foot emd with as
little as possible on wheels. They took the Russian
Cossack motif for their costumes, and to keep away
from wheels, but siill ride, they mounted themselves
on horses. They led the steeds to Broad Street, but
the horses would not parade, most of them heing
draught emimals emd unused to saddles and riders,
Many of the riders were thrown or carried into side
streets by bolting horses. That ended afl Dobbin
participation in the porade.

The tradition of the Shcooters parade only on
New Year's wos broken in June 1936 when the
Clubs marched in a procession in connectlon with
the Democratic Convention that nominated President
Rocsevelt for his second term. Political leaders amd
visifors from dll parts of the United States and thou-
sands of other visitors joined the Shooter fans
adlong the curk lines io cheer the eye-filling and
ear-filling demonstration of fun, frolic, beauty cnd
music staged by the plain, every day folks of Phila-
delphic.

In 1939 the New York World's Fair played host
to the Shooters. Tens of thouscmds of New Yorkers
stormed the grounds to sea the spectacle that has
carried the foame of Philadelphia cround the world.

The cost of the parades has become so great
that the Clubs face o serious problem each year in
dressing for the competition. Their friends urge that
since the city is benefitting in frade ond faverable
publicity to an inestimable extent, the City Council
should provide larger prizes and pay them prompt-
ly. But come what will the Shooters Clubs will re-
main o Philadelphia institution ¢nd the emcient cus-
tom of New Year's calls will never die out.

Joseph ]. Milligem, chairmom of City Council's
Committee on Celebrations, is gromd marshal of the
1942 parade and Jack Shields is the parade director.
On other pages will be found photographs omd
skeiches of the various clubs thoat make up this
vear's most colorful pageemt of 16 String Bemds,
four Comic Clubs and six Fancy Clubs in the Fancy
Divigion.

Although the Shooters Clubs ond- groups have
been in existence for more than 250 vecos in Phile-
delphia it was not untll the ecrly 1930s that there
was incorporated the Philadelphia Mummers Asso-
ciation, Inc., as a central bedy for all the groups.
George B. McClernand, Jr., pastpresident, was its
president for nine years untl March, 1940, when the
name was changed to the Philadelphia New Yeor
Shooters’ and Mummers’ Association, Inc.

The present officers are: John E. Arleth, presi-
dent; Mr. Arleth is also president of the Official New
Year Publication Committee and 1s secretory of the
Joseph A. Ferko String Band.

Marching ot the head of the 1942 New Year
Parads, the Silver Crown New Year Association,
oldest club in the line, celebrates its 65th birthday
and some of its mcorchers have walked in every
Broad Strest pageont. It was orgomized in 1877, nip
and tuck with the Gelden Crown, which is ¢ memory
todery, but which was a mighty factor in celebrations
of veors gone bv.

The "Crown’ has heodquarters at 1508 South
22nd Street, in the neighborhood where it was orgon-
ized. James McGlinchey is the driving force behind
the club, as he has been for 36 vears, seeing to it
that the line-up is intact to the last stitch. He designs
and crectes the club’s offerings to King Momus, sew-
Ing days cnd months on the vards and vards of
satin and lace end maribou, and on the "day of
days” he iollows the club with o sewing machine
and makes any repairs mode necessary by the
frolicsome winds.

The "Crown"” has mony parading members of
the third generation. Several McGlincheys, sons of
James and of Petrick McGlinchey, its 1942 prestdent,
have marched since bovhood, as have sons and
gramdsons of Bill Perry, first "Crown'' president.
Many original members take a lively interest in the
Club and frequently stop at headqueorters to wish
it success. The late Hughie O'Boyle, old time mem-
ber, for years was marshal on New Year's Day, one
of his acts being to approach in a dignified momner
the home of the family that had netifled the “Crown”
it would donate a New Year cake. The custom of
cake prizes is dying out, but the “Crown" proserves
the tradition cnd its members go around collectng
cakes and stopping in friends’ houses, on nvitation,
for “a bit of good cheer.”

The grand old conducter also led the march at
the cmual ball of the assoclation prior to the parade.
For 37 vears the Silver Crown Ball was in Musical
Fund Hall, at 8th and Locust Streets. During thot
whole period the late Charles McConnell, revered
violinist, playved ot the afigir and asted as maestro.
There never was o contract between the parties but
Mr, McConnell was as swre to coms as was New
Yoar's Day. It was customary for the “Crown' mem-
bers to march behind a band to the hall emd donce
dll night to “limber up” for the antics on Broad Street
on the following day. Another cld custom that has
been abendoned was the Silver Crown ccke cutting
thett took place several woeks after the parades. It is
intended to revive these customs after a lapse of
several vecros.

Mike Quigley is club coaptain again in 1942.
He has carried the Captain's Cope for the last 31
vears. Among the famous early members who

helped make the “Crown’' historic, but who have
passed away were: Harry Kessler, former secretory:
Bill Camac, retired patrelman, former club captain;
John Lemdislaw, traffic patrolmem at 11th and Merket
Streets; Hoory Dominick, the original “Irish Dude,”
and Williom Perry, first president and member for
mahy years who until shertly before his death never
missed a march.

Other members for many vears. include: Georgs
Perry, (George Hollywood, Joseph P. Hughes and
Jack Ralston.

Thomas F. Small, veteran “Crown'' joined in
1889 and was captain for several years, marching
in the neighborhood pricr 1o the Brood Street custom,
His brother-in-law, John Hoar, took over the royal
robes as captain for the first Broad Street parade
and for nine vears thereafter. He never has missed a
parads and 1842 marks his 53rd annual meorch.

Cld timers recall the competitions and the
clashss between the Silver Crowns and the Golden
Crowns. The former are from the old “Hamcat” sec-
tion, west of Broad Street, and the Golden Crown
was from the "Neck.” There was intense rivalry be-
tween the clubs and their neighborhoods, and the
schoes of battles they had when they met on the
strest in quest of cakes, still resound below South
Street. :

The Golden Crown has dropped out. Other
clubs have come and gone but the Silver Crown
marches on, taking prizes year after vear and doing
much to keep alive the Shooters’ tradition. But there
heave been dissensions in its own romks of times,
and out of them grew other clubs. The Point Bresze
Club was o split-off and so was the George A.
gxrrgival, out of which latter came the Charles Klein

U,

Each successive New Year the other clubs in
line recognize the vensrabls age of the Silver Crown
by according it the first place in the line of maxch.
Many of the third generation of “Crown"” families,
whose names were fomiliar in the doys of the club's
organjzation are in line this vecr carrying out the
tradition of their fomilies, with mony on old Hmer
on the curb to gpur them on.

Steel, the Rooney Boys, the McNallys, McGlincheys,
Quigleys, the Auuperles, Sunny McCullough, George

Captain Charles Klein N. Y, A,

The Charles Klein New Year Association is an
off-spring of the George A, Furnival Club, thet in
1901 marched in the first Broad Sireet Parade, com-
peting in the Fancy Division against the Silver
Crown, Elkton and john F. Slater Clubs. Prior to
1901 it pcoraded in several sections of the city for
prizes denated by merchants. In those days, the
prizes included jowselry, furniture and clothing and
Clubs collected their trophies in wagons. From 1801
to 1912 the Furnival Club took momy first honors,
under the coptainey of Charles Klein for part of
the time.

The Klein Club was born on a bright moonlight
night on April 28, 1912 at the corner of Federal cmd
24th Streets, when four men held a curbstone meet-
ing. In the group were: Charles Dumont, well known
King Clown prize winner; John Covle, also winner
of mony first prizes and club honers for his creations;
Louis Maursr, who was to be first Klein Club presi-
dent, and James Hill, now deceassed, who was treas-
urer, Mr. Mcurer and Mr, Hill are still members.

Temporary quarters were at the James Hill cigar
store at 19th and Dudley Streets. Many nomes were
suggested but the one accepted came from John
Covle, who asked it be named for Cherles Klein on
the ground he was the gamest Shooter who ever
paraded. As Ceoptain of the Furnivals in 1908, he led
his men in a big snowstorm—in those days thse
Shooters paraded regardless of wecther. The waight
of the snow pulled off his shoses, but he marched on
for blocks until a kindly merchant scow his plight emd
handed him a pair of shoes—that kindness lives in
our memory. 3o, it was also decided at our first
meeting that Cherlie Klein was to be our Captain
cnd we induced him to leave the Purnivals and join
the ¢lub that bore his name.

For permoment quarters a friend who had a shoe
repair shop rented us two upstairs rooms for $11 o
month, We borrowed $50 for fumiture ond paid it
back out of dues, moonlight rides and theater parties.
There was no heat in the rooms cmd we had to bumn
the side-wall gas jet to tcke the chill off so we could
hold our meetings. Our first ball was in the Odd
Fellows Hall ot Broad emd Cherry Streets and was
continued there cnnually until 1920 when the build-
ing was torn down.

We depended on the first ball to mest parade
expenses, but since we had no charter omd could not
sell refreshments the profit was so small we had no
money to pay one of the bands we had hired. The
writer had the job to break the news to. Charlie
Wood, the band leader, cmd to promise him we
would pay os soon as we could. He was o fine sport
and called his men together cnd induced them to
trust us for their wages. That brought real rejoicing
to our club and we paraded to good music that New
Year's Day. The weather was perfect, We left over-
coals at home and under the leadership of Charlie
Klein we won First Prize emd Captain Prize. Owr
competitors included Silver Crown, Lobster, Wm. J.
Crowley, John T. Fox and Passvunk. Today, 29 yecars
later, that same club iz marching undsr the Klein
banner.

The proud record of the Klein Club and its Cap-
tains is: 1913, lst club prize; 1st Captain, Charles
Klein; 1814, 2nd club; 2nd Captain, Frank Snyder;
