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Meet the Anderson family, all four generations of them, 
male and female, They all work together (and pose 
together) for the good of the Woodland string band.

Bedecked in all their splen­
dor, the four generations of 
Andersons were ready to strut 
on the stage of the Civic Center 
at annual Show of Shows when 
these photos were taken. They 
include David (Pop) Anderson, 
Sr.; Captain David G. Anderson, 
Jr.; David Anderson, Ill; Frank 
Allison and Frankie Anderson 
Allison . 
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'I-egends, like rare and expensive vintages, are created ~Y 
hard work and the passage of time. In Southwest 
Philadelphia, the Anderson family of the Woodland String 
Band is quietly building a legend in the annals of mummery 
for continuing participation in the city's greatest and most 
treasured spectacle. 

Four generations of this proud clan now "h it the street" 
on New Year's Day-a record unmatched by an y other 
club- and their collective experience as mummers, extend­
ing back in time to the early days of the Great Depression, 
totals nearly 135 years. 

The quartet of marching Andersons includes : 
- David (Pop) Anderson, the 75-year-o ld pat riarch of 

the family, who marched in his first parade in 1934. On 
January 1, 1979, this indomitable membe r of the 
mummers' Old Timers Hall of Fame mar ked h is 45th 
consecutive appearance on Broad Street. 

- David E. Anderson, Pop's 52-year-old son, who has 
been Woodland String Band's driving force and captain 
every year except one for the past quarter centu ry. The 
longest consecutive marching string band capta in, Dave 
Anderson entered the Mummers' Hall of Fame in 1968. 

- Dave Anderson 111, the captain's son and Wood land's 
recording secretary. At the tender age of 2 he was appearing 
in parades as the club's mascot. Today, at 27, he has 
already logged 25 years as a mummer. 

- Frankie Anderson Allison, who represents the fou rth 
generation of Mummers in this extraord inary fa m il y . Pop's 
great-grandson, who took part in his firs t pa rade in 1976 
when he was five years old. Frankie is a th ird grader at St. 
Dennis School in Havertown. 

These are just four of the most notable fam ily members 
in the Woodland String Band, a club wh ich races its origin 
to 1926, and whose dedicated members ha e played for

three U.S. Presidents, the Queen of England, Swedish 
royalty, the people of Canada at Expo 67, and for 
Americans throughout the nation. 

"I guess you could say that we're a family band," says 
Captain Anderson. "I think we have as many father and 
son, brother and uncle com binations in Woodland as 
anybody does." 

But the Anderson family- is the heart of the Woodland 
String Band. Take away the four Andersons and their 
relatives by marriage, and .. y.ou would have center city 
without pretzel vendors, Vet Stadium without the Phillies, 
and Locust Street without the Academy of Music. 

For example, there's Joe Bresset, Pop's son-in-law and 
the band's music director. With 22 years under his belt, he 
is one of the longest consecutive music directors in all of 
mummery, and once held the dual post of captain and 
music director. 

Pop's grandson, Frank Allison, is not only the fath er of 
little Frankie Anderson Allison, but the string band's 
irrepressible finan"cial secretary. 

And don't forget the contributions of the women of all 
ages. Allison's two daughters, Christine and Kelly Marie, 
along with Dave 111 's daughter, Stephanie, presented roses 
last year to Captain Anderson during ceremonies at the 
annual Show of Shows string band concert in Convention 
Hall. 

On the subject of wGmen and mummers, Captain 
Anderson says unreservedly: "I wouldn't be anything in 
mummery if it weren't for the help and understanding of 
my wife, Flossie." And many other wives, mothers, 
mothers-in-law and sweethearts tirelessly support the work 
of the Woodland String Band through the Ladies Auxiliary. 

Recently three of the four Anderson mummers sat down 
together to talk about their involvement in Philadelphia's 
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New Year's tradition. They met at the club's storefront 
headquarters on Woodland Avenue, which the Route 11 
trolley grooves on its way past 69th St., across from St. 
Vincent's Home where Woodland members have played 
many times for charity, in an area of the city which 
sociologists call a "changing neighborhood." (We're very 
proud of the fact that our club has always stayed on 
Woodland Avenue," Captain Anderson says.) 

Upstairs, the saxophones and banjos and translating a 
bouncy Beatles song into peerless Philadelphia string band 
music : 

Will you still need me, will you still feed me 
When I'm sixty four? 

But down in the basement, sitting around a rectangular 
table and surrounded by walls covered with countless 
plaques, citations, awards and photographs, are Pop 
Anderson, Captain Anderson, young Dave and, from time 
to time, other members of the club. 

Dressed in his blue club jacket, Pop has come all the way 
from Cape May county where he lives in retirement in the 
Villas, in a home not far from the origina l founder and first 
captain of the Woodland String Band, Al Ryan . Pop attends 
most of the band's functions and parades up Broad Street 
by marching and riding in the lead car. He is a man with a 
bright twinkle in his eye and a wry smile that neither t ime 
nor illness have managed to obliterate. 

Captain Anderson, who could be called a legend in 
mummery by himself, is attired in an immaculately white 
short-sleeved shirt. He is nursing a Presbyterian from the 
bar, while Dave Jr. , who sports a young man's mustache, is 
waiting quietly for the questions to begin. 

But a word of advice for anyone setting forth to 



interview mummers: don't try to get them to talk about 
why they spend thousands of hours of their time designing 
costumes and routines, and many thousands more in 
dollars, just for the privilege of shredding their skin in 
January's biting wind and cold on New Year's Day. 

It doesn't work. You might as well ask a hunter to 
describe the wild chill he gets when he hears a flock of 
Canada geese wing overhead in the first snap of autumn, or 
try to get a saltwater angler to tell you what draws him 
down to the sea. At times like these, words become as 
useless as last year's calendar. 

"I guess it gets in your blood," Pop Anderson attemps 
to explain. "That's the only thing I can say . . . It gets in 
your blood." The statement comes from a man who started 
marching on Broad Street the same year in which bank 
robber John Dillinger was captured, the Dionne quintuplets 
were born, President von Hindenburg of Germany died, and 
a revolutionary named Mao Tse-tung began his 6,000-mile 
Long March. 

"It's just a great hobby to me," says Captain Anderson. 
"When it stops being a hobby and fun, then I'll stop." That 
statement comes from a man who, in the fall and winter 
months, will spend six and seven nights a week on 
mummery, not only on behalf of his own band, but as 
director of the entire String Band Division of the 
Philadelphia New Years Shooters and ,Mummers Associ ­
ation. 

"I never had a chance to be anything different," smiles 
young Dave at his father and grandfather. "With these guys 
and all the years they mummered, what else could I do? To 
me, mummery means good fellowship, and New Year's 
Day, well, that's like the Super Bowl in football." 

In the early years, Captain Anderson confides, his son 
was not an ardent mummer. "It was tough when he wanted 
to go out and play baseball instead of practicing," he says. 
"But I kept him at it." 

There is one subject that is guaranteed to make any 
red-blooded mummer as loquacious as a Muhammed 
Ali - the comparison of mummery today with the state of 
the art in yesteryear. 

Pop Anderson can recall when there were only 10 string 
bands in the march, and his recollection of past parades is 
studded with memories of walking up Broad Street in 
snowstorms, sleet and rain. 

Does the fact that the parade is often postponed today 
because of bad weather imply that the mummers are 
"softer" than they were when Pop Anderson was in his 
prime? 

Captain Anderson bridles at the suggestion. He is one of 
six directors who meet with City Recreation Commissioner 
Robert Crawford down at the Mummer's Museum at Two 
Street and Washington Avenue 5:30 every New Year's 
morning to make the critical decision to march or not, 
based upon the weather forecast. 

"Take last year as an example," he begins. "We took a 
chance on the weather. So we got snowed on all the way up 
from Snyder Avenue. Then there was a fire around 
Washington Avenue, and we got re-routed five blocks out of 
our way, through big puddles of water. When we got to the 
judges, they had the windows closed because it was snowing 
so hard. I don't think they even saw us. We had some 
beautiful costumes, but things just didn't work out." 

Now he is getting warmed up, and he flicks his Camel on 
the ash tray. 
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"Years ago, they never cancelled the parade because 
there ·wasn't so much involved. I remember going up Broad 
Street one day in a sleet storm in 17 degree temperatures . 
So what happened? The saxophones froze up and we 
couldn't play. 

"You see, the parade today has grown into an 
extravaganza. In Pop's earlier day, it would cost a club four 
or five thousand dollars to hit the street. It costs a 
minimum of $20,000 today, and we spent $27,000 last 
year alone. In the old days, feathers cost a buck a piece, 
and they didn't use too many. Now they cost as much as 
$3.50 each, and our band members last year had 190 
double plumes all the way around. 

"Years ago, there was no Show of Shows in Convention 
Hall. Nowadays, we've got to keep our costumes neat for 
that event, too. You know, we mummers work all year for 
four minutes in front of the judges. If we go up in sleet and 
the horns can't play and we can't perform, the people in 
the city don't enjoy a show and the Convention Hall event 
can't be held because the costumes are ruined. What's the 
point of that, when we can postpone it a day or a week and 
wait for good weather?

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Mummers' Roots 

The Mummers Parade, with all its pageantry, color, 
music and excitement symbolizes a Philadelphia folklore 
dating to pre-colonial times. 

The parade, which today serves as the heartbeat of the 
city's New Year's Day festivities, unfolds before millions of 
city dwellers and visitors along Broad Street. 

While the parade, as it exists today, results from a blend 
of Northern European, British and Black American 
heritages, informal merrymaking and customs can be traced 
back to 1642, 40 years prior to the arrival of William Penn. 
Not until 1901 did it become a city sponsored event. 

While the Swedes and Finns greeted the New Year by 
shooting guns and visiting neighbors, the English and Welsh 
celebrated also by visiting, but added the reciting of 
standard rhymes and enjoying refreshments. 

The Germans added the Belsnickle, the modern 
forerunner of Santa Claus, who spawned additional comic 
masqueraders . They enjoyed shooting in the New Year as 
well as disguising as clowns, while riding and shouting 
through Tinicum and Kingsessing, the southern and western 
sections of the city. 

Today's Mummers Parade also had some beginnings in 
19th-century traditions as Philadelphia's Carnival of Horns 
drew thousands of costumed characters celebrating with a 
myriad of noisemakers to the area of Eighth and South 
Streets. 

Southern plantation life also made significant contribu ­
tions to today's New Year's Day event. Not only does its 
contribution include "Oh! Dem Golden SI ippers," the 
Parade's theme tune composed by Philadelphian James 
Bland in 1879, but evidence indicates that the famed 
"Strut" may have been a possible offshoot of the popular 
19th-century cakewalk dance. 

Until the 1900's, almost all masqueraders wore 
make-shift apparel. However, spirit and imagination 
provided probable motivations for the revelers to join 
together in associations to raise money for more elaborate 
New Year's costumes. 

The Chain Gang, the earliest club for which there is 
evidence, was established in 1840 followed by the Golden 
Crown Club in 1876 and the Silver Crown Club in 1877. 

String bands organized in the early 1900's, with Trilby 
the first to parade in 1902, but not until 1906 did the 
bands compete. 

Bart H. McHugh, a Philadelphia theatrical producer and 
publicity agent, is credited with the idea for a 
city-sponsored parade. By the 1930's, the New Year's clubs 
united for the purpose of encouraging and promoting the 
tradition of Mummery and presenting an organized body to 
the City when dealing with parade matters. o

This year, as · in years past, the men of Duffy will 
decorate Broad Street from curb to curb with the color and 
music of their 1979 presentation as they shower you with 
roses with their theme of "A Bouquet of Roses". 

Each of the bandsmen will be dressed in a costume of 
basic white slipper satin, consisting of a waist length jacket 

. and flared trousers. The basic suit shall be t r immed with 
silver sequins and mirrors. A knee length overlay with 
inserts of pink, green, silver and gold metallic eyelash, all 
trimmed with white and gold lace and silver and gold 
sequins, shall be worn over the jacket. A pair of side panels 
with inserts of the same metallic eyelash and trimmed with 
white and gold lace and silver and gold sequins shall be 
worn around his waist. The hat shall represent a rose and 
shall be of brilliant pink and have a luminescent insert 
surrounded by pink petals, all trimmed with black sequins. 
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Each man shall carry a headpiece covered with brilliant 
white slipper satin trimmed with silver sequins and 
representing a rose arbor. A vase containing a bouquet of 
roses shall be mounted in the center. The rose arbor itself 
shall be trimmed with roses and green leaf garland and 
surrounded with two dozen white plumes. 

Captain Henry Kunzig, Sr., the oldest marching Captain 
on Broad Street, representing "The Yellow Rose of Texas", 
will be regally dressed in a costume of brilliant gold metallic 
eyelash trimmed with gold sequins and mirrors. The 
Captain's overlay shall be ankle length and will be of 
metallic gold eyelash with inserts of metallic pink, green, 
gold and silver eyelash, trimmed with white and gold lace 
and silver and gold sequins. The side panels of metallic gold 
eyelash with inserts of metall ic pink, gold, green and silver 
eyelash, trimmed with white and gold lace and silver and 
gold sequins, shall be worn around his waist. 

The Captain's headpiece shall be covered with gold 
metallic eyelash and trimmed with gold sequins and 
mirrors. A rose arbor will surround the headpiece and shall 
be decorated with multi-colored roses and green leaf 
garland. The entire headpiece shall be surrounded with over 
500 white ostrich plumes. 

The music, in keeping with our theme, presents "A 
Bouquet of Roses" with a toe tapping medley of such tunes 
as: "I Didn't Promise You a Rose Garden", "A Bouquet of 
Roses", "Rose of Trallee", Rose of Washington Square", 
" Paper Roses", "Red Roses for a Blue Lady", "Second

Porn-porns and stars; mirrors and sequins complete the 
outfit. Large puffs of white feathers on the pants simulate 
clouds. A multi-pointed hat is also decorated with 
porn-porns. A three-dimensional backpiece takes the 
pinwheel for its basic shape and adds to it with various 
extensions edged with white ostrich plumes and turkey 
feathers. 

PRESENTATION 
The band will approach the judging area playing 

"Playmates" to convey the playful mood a child feels 
throughout his carefree day. As the band begins its 
presentation, the dreamlike mood will be apparent. To the 
tune of "Little Man You've Had A Busy Day", a 
nightsh irted lad is carried in and put to sleep by "Mr. 
Sandman." The dream unfurls as the band plays "You 
Stepped Out Of A Dream". Appropriate effects involving 
the front line will be used. Unveiled will be a CANDY 
MAN a JACK-IN-THE-BOX, and a small menagerie of 
ANIMALS complete with TRAINER. On cue from our 
dreaming lad, each character in the dream will come to life. 
He will be given some tasty treats from the CANDY MAN, 
do a dance with the JACK-IN-THE-BOX, and charm the 
ANIMALS away from their TRAINER. As the child leaves 
each character, he becomes lifeless once more, furthering 
the dreamlike sequence of events . With the dawn of a new 
day, the clock chimes 7 a.m. and the child awakens : .. 
stretching. The band plays "Oh, What a Beautiful 
Morning", and exits on "Good Morning".

PRESENTATION: 
The band wil I approach the judging area to the tune of 

"Happy Holidays". At the starting line you will hear chimes 
and then the band says that it's so nice to be "Home For 
The Holidays". The band announces that the holiday 
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season is in evidence with the tune "It's Beginning To Look 
A Lot Like Christmas", whereupon the bandmembers will 
form a Christmas tree as part of their drill presentation and 
then play the Irving Berlin classic "White Christmas". Keep 
your eyes open for the special effects of the men and 
backpieces on the Christmas tree formation. Captain Luke 
McDermott will form and be part of a huge Christmas tree 
which will then revolve and turn also as part of the drill 
performance. The band will part and through the middle 
comes Santa Claus with his bag of toys to the tune of "Here 
Comes Santa Claus". He then will proceed to place the toys 
at the foot of the big Christmas tree whereupon the 
children come out and open their gifts to the tune of 
"Winter Wonderland". 

The gifts are musical instruments which the children 
start to play along with the entire band and as New Year's 
Day approaches to "Old Lang Syne". The band will leave 
the judging area to the tune of "Oh, Dem Golden Slippers".

COSTUME 
The band will be attired in a gold on white brocade 

material with a tunic type jacket complete with an overlay 
cape which is reminiscent of the type worn by ice skaters at 
their favorite pond. Trimmed with iris snowflakes, white 
and gold braided snowballs, white boa, red and green 
eyelash pleating and velvet cording the band has chosen a 
costume which is significant to the "Seasons Greetings" 
theme. The backpiece, circular in design will have individual 
snowflakes on the perimeter tied together by a central 
starburst. The iris snowflakes are highlighted with the use 
of mirrors and appropriate sequined braiding. Silver eyelash 
forms the starburst, and the entire design is outlined by 
eight dozen white full-length ostrich plumes.

Theme: "A Game of Chess" 

One of the oldest games known to man, chess, was 
probably first played in India. It was introduced into 
Europe in the Middle Ages by the Moors, who brought it 
from Arabia, where it had spread from Persia. Its name is 
from the Persian word for "Shah", or "King", and it has 
been known for centuries as "the game of kings." Playing 
chess is good mental discipline, as it requires concentration 
and thoughtful planning. 

Chess is played on a checkerboard. Each player has 
sixteen men: a king, a queen, two bishops, two knights, two 
rooks, and eight pawns. The king pieces are distinguished 
by having their tops carved in the shape of crowns, the 
queens like coronets. Bishops have mitres, and knights are 
horses' heads. Rooks look like castles, though they were 
originally chariots. Pawn is from the Spanish peon, and the 
pieces of this name are small and plain and supposed to 
represent foot soldiers. 

Each kind of piece has a different move, and the object 
of the game is to move the pieces in cooperation to capture 
the opponent's king. When one player moves a piece where 
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it could capture the opponent's king on the next move, he 
calls "Check!" If the opponent cannot save his king, it is 
"Checkmate!" 

MUSICAL SELECTIONS 
Keeping in mind that chess was at the height of its 

popularity during Medieval times, most of the musical 
selections are from "Camelot". 

"Stout Hearted Men", "Camelot", "Follow Me", "How 
to Handle a Woman", "I Loved You Once in Silence", 
"There'll Be Some Changes Made". 

PRESENTATION 
Never before has "A Game of Chess" been performed by 

a string band on Broad Street. This year Uptown String 
Band, marking its 40th consecutive march up Broad Street, 
is proud to present this theme for you. 

After crossing the starting line with "Stout Hearted 
Men", the "chessmen" will perform an intricate "Game of 
Chess" . 
First move - Red pawn to Black pawn 
Second move - Red bishop to Black knight 
Third Move - Red queen to Black bishop 
Fourth move - Red queen captures pawn 
"CHECKMATE" 

COSTUME 
Uptown has already prided itself on wearing very 

elaborate costumes and this year is no exception. 
The bandsmen will be dressed like a checkerboard with 

half the band in red velvet and the other half in black 
velvet. Each of the suits will be elaborately trimmed with 
gold sequins, white boa, and gold or silver lame. 

Twenty-four men will be wearing headpieces of red or 
black decorated with mirrors, the King and Queen of chess 
and surrounded by four dozen ostrich plumes.

COSTUME 
The three motifs of the theme are represented in the 

costumes. The first is an elaborate interpretation of the 
riverboat gambler, well dressed, dandy and geltleman in top 
hat, tails and waistcoat. The jacket is elaborately done in 
glitter solids and embroidered silver beads and orange 
sequin. The trousers are a flourescent lime green designed 
with bell -bottom flares. All of this is topped by a design 
replica of the "tall hat" during the period of the showboat. 
The headpiece will be the Showboat and will give a 
three-dimensional effect.

Feel cold standing or sitting there? Well, take our word 
for it, it won't be for long because approaching your 
vantage point is Quaker City with a "hot theme" to get 
those feet tapping and hands clapping to warm the cockles 
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of your friendly hearts. 
Striving for the coveted Champion crown for the second 

year in a row, which is quite a feat, considering the fine 
competition that has to be overcome to attain this goal, the 
band has combined its efforts to duplicating the best in 
costuming, music and presentation of their "1978 
Kaleidoscope of Colors" theme. 

Fifty-six musicians will comprise the band with the 
front and side lines representing the rim of the "Fire". The 
jacket is of plush red velvet with yellow and orange satin, 
gold sequins and pleated sleeves of the same color scheme 
in lame materials. Fiery red satin is the outstanding shade in 
the trousers with a pleated bell bottom. The raging fire 
effect starts at the knee and blossoms out into the large bell 
bottom. The frontal piece or bib extends out from the 
bottom up to 2'h feet off the ground and is of the same 
motif as the jacket and trousers with acetate streamers to 
set off an effect of moving flickering fire. A backpiece 
surrounded by 12 dozen pure white plumes which will be 
double faced gives off the effect of smoke arising from this 
huge mountain of fire. 

Thirty-six bandsmen will be attired in a basic yellow 
satin costume. In the center of the blouse will be a 
continuous ring of fire with the same colors as the outside 
costumes. These men will have a helmet-type hat with an 
acetate mask of multi-colors. Four red acetate flags, 
outlined in various type and color sequins represent a "fire 
storm". 

Musical selections to be played are, "I Don't Want to Set 
the World On Fire", "I Got Rhythm", "Artistry In 
Rhythm", "Walkin' In Rhythm", and "Crazy Rhythm". As 
you will readily recognize, these selections are of the many 
facets of rhythm. 

Our Captain Bob Shannon, Jr., First Prize Captain in 
1978, will be again highly regarded this year with his 
presentation of the movements of rhythms in fire. The

The Charles Klein New Year Association is an off-spring 
of the George A. Furnival Club, that in 1901 marched in 
the first Broad Street Parade, competing in the Fancy 
Division against the Silver Crown, Elkton and John F. 
Slater Clubs. Prior to 1901 it paraded in several sections of 
the city for prizes donated by merchants. In those days, the 
prizes included jewelry, furniture and clothing and Clubs 
cqllected their trophies in wagons. From 1901to1912 the 
Funival Club took many first honors under the captaincy of 
Charles Klein for part of the time. 

The Klein Club was born on a bright moonlight night on 
April 28, 1912 at the corner of Federal and 24th Streets, 
when four men held a curbstone meeting. In the group 
were: Charles Dumont, well known King Clown prize 
winner; John Coyle, also winner of many first prizes and 
club honors for his creations; Louis Maurer, who was to be 
first Klein Club president, and James Hill, now deceased, 
who was treasurer. Mr. Maurer and Mr. Hill are still 
members. 

Temporary quarters were at the James Hill cigar store at 
19th and Dudley Streets. Many names were suggested but 
the one accepted came from John Coyle, who asked it be 
named for Charles Klein on the ground he was the gamest 
Shooter who ever paraded. As Captain of the Furnivals in 
1908, he led his men in a big snowstorm - in those days the 
Shooters paraded regardless of weather. The weight of the 
snow pulled off his shoes, but he marched on for blocks 
until a kindly merchant saw his plight and handed him a 
pair of shoes - that kindness lives in our memory. So, it was 
also decided at our first meeting that Charlie Klein was to 
be our Captain and we induced him to leave the Furnivals 
and join the club that bore his name. 

For permanent quarters a friend who had a shoe repair 
shop rented us two upstairs rooms for $11 a month. We 
borrowed $50 for furniture and paid it back out of dues, 
moonlight rides and theater parties. There was no heat in 
the rooms and we had to burn the side-wall gas jet to take 
the chill off so we could hold our meetings. Our first ball 
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was in the Odd Fellows Hall at Broad and Cherry Streets 
and was continued there annually until 1920 when the 
building was torn down. 

We depended on the first ball to meet parade expenses, 
but since we had no charter and could not sell refreshments 
the profit was so small we had no money to pay one of the 
bands we had hired. The writer had the job to break the 
news to Charlie Wood, the band leader, and to promise him 
we would pay as soon as we could. He was a fine sport and 
called his men together and induced them to trust us for 
their wages. That brought real rejoicing to our club and we 
paraded to good music that New Year's Day. The weather 
was perfect. We left overcoats at home and under the 
leadership of Charlie Klein we won First Prize and Captain 
Prize. Our competitors included Silver Crown, Lobster, 
Wm. J. Crowley, John T. Fox and Passyunk. Today, 66 
years later, that same club is marching under the Klein 
banner.
